                       WHAT IS AN ASTROLOGICAL SIGNATURE?
August is here already!  It’s the month when all the fun of summer winds down and many of those with children start focusing on the process of getting ready to go  back to school.  Students that are in high school or college often have absolutely no idea what career direction they should take, while parents with younger children often wonder what they will turn out to be when they grow up.

Do you remember a  test when you were in school called the Meyers-Briggs test? It was the one where the results indicated your personality type and what career choices would be best for you.  Take a moment to think about your own career for a moment.  Do you feel like you have found your “true calling”?   Are you going with the flow in terms of your job “suiting” your personality, or is it more like you’re swimming against the current?

Did you know that Astrology is another way you can find out your specific strengths and tendencies?  By looking at a birth chart (a map showing the positions of the planets at birth) , and looking for what is called an “astrological signature”,  Astrologers can understand the nature of a person and what they’d be a natural at.  

 “Mars conjunct Mercury” is an astrological signature.  If this is found in a chart, the tendency for that individual would be to have good hand-eye coordination. The charts of many professional athletes have this.   Those who have “Mercury trine Sun” in their chart make great sales people, and those with “Mars conjunct Venus” are usually quite creative.  

Although Astrological signatures are very specific and individualized, by just looking at one’s zodiac signs alone we can find some direction.  For example,  Leos (born July 23 – August 22)  make  great team leaders.  Risk-takers with a positive attitude, they are well suited as managers, architects, inventors, athletes and teachers.  Virgos (August 23 – September 22) are very detail-oriented,  highly organized and make wonderful doctors, nutritionists, personal assistants and secretaries.  Scorpios (September 23 to October 21) were born to create, and to lead.  They have perseverance and intensity.  They make good psychiatrists, engineers, and surgeons. 

This is not saying that you should decide or change your career by asking someone to look into a crystal ball and predict your future, rather it’s more like finding out in detail about your nature and tendencies and then choosing a field that is best suited for you so that you can “go with the flow” of your personality.  Of course, as with anything important,  there are many variables to take into consideration. Just as the Meyers-Briggs is a test used to help find one’s suitable career path, this is just an introduction to another way to look into potential career paths that match one’s natural tendencies.
