Feng Shui and Your Entrance

Basic Feng Shui says that an entrance should be inviting, attractive, comfortable and unobstructed.  It makes sense, but taking this one step further let’s understand symbolically why the entrance is so important to our homes and our businesses.

The entrance of a property marks the threshold between the outer world and the inner world.  It marks the transition from that which is considered public, to that which is private.  Making the entrance comfortable for a guest or client eases the subtle yet very real discomfort in transition on a subconscious level.

Entryways that are stark and empty create discomfort.  You do not want mystery at your entrance.  You want items and furnishings that will create a link, facilitate ease and establish familiarity.

Since the entrance is the first clue a visitor has of what lies beyond the door, it’s important to have a clearly defined identity and have some items that drop clues about the personality of the occupants or business.  This helps the visitor begin to feel a comfortable transition without even being aware of it.

Put some thought into easing the transition of your entrance with symbols that say who you are.  For a business, that might be a mission statement, or a welcoming jar of candy with brochures.  For a home it may be plants, a picture of that which is dear to the occupants or even a mounted fish that the fisherman of the house caught.

At the entrance placing hip high furniture for support, symbolic of the “cane” energy helps to further promote stability and a feeling of safety.  Entrance ways that have the feeling of support are less stressful to cross.

By following these concepts you are not only establishing a sense of safety and connectivity with the visitor, you are issuing an invitation for the beneficial energy we call “chi”.  The Chinese believe that chi brings opportunities and prosperity into our lives.  

What can you do to improve your entrance?
