                            Using Feng Shui to Enhance your Reputation

Feng Shui can be used to affect all areas of your life, even your reputation which may be a surprise to you.    The advantages to having a better reputation?  Your business improves or customers increase.  You gain more respect from those around you or you finally get the credit you deserve.  
In Feng Shui this is known as the “Fame” area and is not all about being famous although it is about being known for something.  What are you known for?  When people say your name do they say nice things about you?  Do people refer you business?  You can use Feng Shui to work on your reputation.
In Feng Shui, the home can be energetically divided into nine areas representing “Wealth”, “Relationships”, “Career”, “Health”,  “Family”, “Knowledge”, “Benefactors”, “Fame” or “Children”.  Each of these physical areas of the home relate to the corresponding areas of life, and by enhancing a specific area in accordance to specific principles of Feng Shui, the energy of that area is enhanced.

By standing at the door to your home and walking to the center of the rear wall you will find your “fame” area.  It makes up 1/9 of your home.  In Feng Shui “fame” is represented by the element of fire, the shape of a  triangle or pyramid, and the color red.   You can enhance the “fame” area with objects that represent any of these things.  

If you add something that represents the element “fire” you are helping to add that energy to that space in the form of your reputation.  Use candles, lava lamps, lanterns, etc.  You don’t have to light them for them to be effective.  
Use the color red – in any way shape or form.  Creatively incorporate it into that area.  If red doesn’t match your color scheme, use Triangular objects which also symbolize fire.  It’s a great place for a TV, plants, pictures of well known people that have a reputation you want, your diplomas, awards, licenses, etc.  Be creative! 
I had one client who wanted her side business of making beaded jewelry to flourish so she placed her finished pieces in the fame area with the intent that she would become so popular and well known for her crafts that she could eventually quit her job as a secretary and do this full time. 

What do you have in your fame area now?  Take an objective look and take out anything that doesn’t symbolize what you are about – a picture of a tired or lonely person, a picture that you can’t decipher, dead plants, broken items,  clutter - anything associated with negative energy.   

For full effectiveness a complete Feng Shui analysis adjustment of your property is necessary but see what happens if you just pay a little attention to the fame area of your home!
What can you do to enhance your fame area?  What are people saying about you?
