Using Feng Shui to Enhance Relationships

When I begin a Feng Shui consultation I’ll often ask my clients what areas of their life they are most concerned about.  At the top of the list are finances, career and relationships (especially if there is lack of one in their life at that time).  Relationships seem to be the main issue for those who are living alone and those who have been married a long time and feel that the sizzle is gone.

By enhancing the Relationship area of your home, it can help you find the right person for yourself,  put sparks back into an existing relationship, or enable you to get along better with family, friends or coworkers.

In Feng Shui, the home can be energetically divided into nine areas representing “Wealth”, “Relationships”, “Career”, “Health”, “Reputation”, “Family”, “Knowledge”, “Benefactors”, or “Children”.  Each of these physical areas of the home relate to the corresponding areas of life, and by enhancing a specific area in accordance to principles of Feng Shui, the energy of that area is enhanced.

By standing at the door to your home and walking to the back right corner you will find your “relationship” area.  It makes up 1/9 of your home.  In addition, your master bedroom is also considered a “relationship” area so it would follow the same rules regardless of where in the home it was situated.  
The “Relationship” energy is represented by all shades of pink, red, or white, as well as any shades of those colors. You can enhance this area with objects in any of these colors.  
Because one-on-one relationships are all about two people, “pairs” are the way to go here:  Two candles, a set of figurines, a set of vases, pictures of the two of you, a pair of symbols that mean “love” to you - actually two of anything!  Be creative!
If you are single and desire a relationship, create space for the other person by using the pair theory and remove anything with “single” symbols, and especially anything  from any old relationships.  If you are married, have more pictures of the two of you here, and by all means, do not have any pictures that speak of strife or discord!  No clutter, trash, cactus or stinkweed plants either!
Water features such as fountains are not recommended in this area.
