Although Astrological signatures are very specific and individualized, by just looking at one’s zodiac signs alone we can find some direction.  For example,  Leos (born July 23 – August 22)  make  great team leaders.  A risk-taker with a positive attitude, they are well suited as managers, architects, inventors, athletes and teachers.  Virgos (August 23 – September 22) are very detail-oriented,  highly organized and make wonderful doctors, nutritionists, personal assistants and secretaries.  Scorpios (September 23 to October 21) were born to create, and to lead.  They have perseverance and intensity.  They make good psychiatrists, engineers, and surgeons. 
This is not saying that you should decide or change your career by asking someone to look into the crystal ball and predict the future, rather it’s more like finding out more about your nature and tendencies and then choosing a field that is best suited for you so that you can “go with the flow”.
